New House on Lower Green
East Herts Council Planning and
Enforcement Officers have visited the site
-~ and whilst the kerbing outside the new house
- is out of keeping with the surrounding area
there is not scope for East Herts Council to
take any action as it is not in breach of any
planning conditions or similar. In regards to the landscaping, the approved
plans show a uniform hedge which has not been planted. However the
Officers have decided that, as tree planting has been undertaken, it would not
be expedient to take any action against the planting, which continues the
adjacent more open aspect.
Working together to combat fly tipping
Fly tipping in East Herts has fallen in the past year, but rural areas remain a
hotspot. The council and the police are working hard to tackle this crime and
prosecute offenders. If you hire someone to dispose of waste, check that they
have a licence to carry it — if your waste is dumped illegally, you face
prosecution and a fine of up to £5,000. This includes scrap dealers.
You should:
- Ask to see their waste carrier licence registration certificate
Ask for a receipt detailing where the waste is going, vehicle details
and carrier's authorisation number
Phone 08708 506 506 and ask for a waste carrier validation check.
Or check at www.gov.uk/access-the-public-register-for-
environmental-information.
Fly-tipping offenders can, and will, be prosecuted. Anyone found guilty at
court faces a fine of up to £50,000 and/or 12 months in prison.
Found a fly tip?
If so, call the council on 01279 655261 and ask for Environmental Services
or email operations.admin@eastherts.gov.uk
Please take photos but don’t touch the fly tip or remove any evidence.

If you see fly tipping actually taking place call the police on 999.

Who will remove it?
The council has a responsibility to remove fly tips from council-owned land
and the edge of adopted highways only.

If a fly tip is blocking a road, use the online highway fault reporting

form at www.hertfordshire.gov.uk or call 0300 1234 047




If the waste is larger than one lorry load or contains drums/
receptacles that may contain hazardous waste, call the Environment
Agency on 0800 80 70 60.

From 5 October 2015 a new law will require all retailers in England,
employing 250 or more employees, to charge five pence for single-use
plastic carrier bags. The objective is to reduce the use of plastic bags, and the
litter associated with them, by encouraging people to re-use bags or to use
‘bags for life’. Retailers are expected to donate the proceeds of the scheme to
good causes of their choice.
Small and medium sized businesses are not yet covered by this law but they
are being encouraged to charge on a voluntary basis.

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Team Vicar’s Letter

Apologies for this description if you came on September’s walk, but we were
a wonderfully motley bunch I thought. A mixture of people from Tewin and
Datchworth — two parts of my life I don’t often see mixed together. Teenag-
ers and the retired. Those in official walking gear and those in smart boots,
another in a tie. Some from the congregation of the church, others neighbours
and friends from the villages. Some came for prayers, some just for the walk,
some for lunch.

It felt different this time. The walk in the past has been a solitary affair. But
this time it was fun in company. Nice to chat leisurely, to look at things
together, to walk through the herd of cows as a team (!). Yet the most
remarkable difference this year was — [ DID NOT GET LOST! Not once.

You may think this was because | know the way after all these years. Not at
all.

Family members will tell you I have an extraordinarily appalling sense of
direction. Rather it was because, when I got a bit muddled and was not sure
which way to go — I had friends to help me out.

Jesus knew friends are a good thing. He called individuals to follow him —
but called them in company. He invited people to build communities of
friendship, often breaking boundaries of gender, class and ethnicity to
provide support and guidance and to work out how to live in ways of his
love.

And this isn’t just a plea to come to All Saints or St. Peter’s — although you’d
be very, very welcome. But go wherever it appeals. Go shake a tambourine
with the Sally Army, or sing some stonking hymns with the Methodists, or
inhale the incense with local Catholics, or dive into the waters with the
Baptists, or indeed gaze deep into icons with the Copts — but if you have
faith, don’t live it alone, do it in company, because that’s why God has given
us one another. And it’s far easier to find the right pathway with friends.
