96. PLANNING

Planning Applications received

3/11/2067/FP — Land Adj to 10 School Lane, Tewin — New two bed dwelling - TPC objected to the
proposal in view of the inadequate off road car parking arrangements which would result either in parking
on the turning points or in more on road parking which will impair neighbouring properties sightlines when
leaving their properties by car. School Lane is a busy road as it is the main route in and out of the village as
well as the bus route. TPC also support the concerns of 9 School Lane with regard to the width of the
passage way and whether it will be obstructed by more cars parked in front of number 10.

Rose & Crown — Greene King advised the Parish Council that they are applying for retrospective planning
permission for the sign on the left of the car park entrance.

Enforcement and the Conservation Officer at East Herts Council.
