As a modern painter, Lowry wished to
show what the industrial revolution had made of the world, yet his dominant status in British art
coincided with a disappearance of the industrialised world he engaged with. The exhibition’s
final room presents for the first time all eight of his less well-known, late industrial panoramas.
These large panoramic landscapes fall into two groups: the first, from the 1950s, are titled, with
intentional generality, Industrial Landscapes. The second, less well-known group was painted in
the 1960s in the mining valleys of South Wales, the heartland of the Labour movement. In both
the tone is valedictory.

The first Tewin Society Award was made in 2011 to Margaret Knight for her extensive work in
leading the effort to plant trees and spring bulbs in and around Tewin. This was a significant
achievement that improved the local environment and it left a lasting legacy.

The second award in 2012 went to Elizabeth Wilson. This was for her enthusiasm,
entrepreneurial expertise, knowledge and deep concern for Tewin in leading the writing and
publication of The History of Tewin by the People of Tewin book.

Tewin owes much to Margaret for its environment and to Elizabeth for the recording of the
history of this delightful community.

However, if you have new information in
support of your previous nomination, then please submit a new nomination which includes this
information.
