Open Gardens on Sunday 22" May

visitors and there was a very wide
variety of garden sizes, designs
and styles including Tewin
Allotment Association, who
kindly opened the allotments. The
other open gardens included shady
woodland gardens, Thrift cottage
(with its great emphasis on
working with the environment),
sunny pristine town gardens and
most types in between. With such
a wide diversity, it was not
surprising that all of the visitors
seem to have found at least one
garden that they loved. Some
visitors came to just enjoy the
gardens, whilst others were
seeking inspiration and a chance to
swap gardening tips and ideas. It
seems that they all found what
they were looking for and enjoyed
the event.

The previous week had started
with dire forecasts for the weather
