That’s not going to 
happen this time because we are challenging the youngsters to compete directly with 
the grown-ups!  For this show, there are no categories specifically for secondary school 
children. If you were in school years 8-13 during the academic year 2021-2022, then 
you will be regarded as an adult and so are eligible to enter any of the adult classes. 
This gives you the widest ever range of categories you can enter, with the prospect of 
real competition and sweet victory if you beat the adults. Are you up for the challenge?
