able, the visual impact is major not minor. The proposed “Public Open Space”

is an urban construct and out of place in a rural village.

Oct 2023 Appeal Dismissed: The proposal would be inappropriate develop-
ment and would harm the Green Belt, harm the character and appearance of the
surrounding area and harm the living conditions of the occupiers of the
neighbouring property. Also there is a lack of a completed legal agreement and
no very special circumstance to justify existence of the development..

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On The Farm

Our wheat harvest finished on the 17th of August. The wheat held up
against the rain quite well and we had a good average harvest. We did
not combine any wheat at a silly moisture level, generally between 14
and 16%. The crop which let us down was the peas. We could not
keep the birds off the crop, all they wanted to do was peck, peck,

and peck. The grain temp in store is about 20%, we will blow cool air
one night per week, and by Christmas it should be down to 10 or 12%.
The grain will keep well at those temperatures.

One of my first jobs after Harvest will be to take samples of each field
of wheat from the Grain Barn to a laboratory near Cambridge for test-
ing as I want to know the results of Protein/ Hagberg/ Specific weight/
Moisture/ Screenings. I need these tests as the results of them are what
my grain merchant will use to decide how much he will offer me per
load.

My lovely crop of Sunflowers now look a rather sad sight as they have
been battered by the heavy rain. We had hoped to combine the Sun-
flower heads but this will not be. At the moment they are feeding the
wildlife who are pecking at the seeds. Due to popular demand we shall
plant another crop next year.

At the moment we are in the season of ploughing matches and there
are several in Hertfordshire. At the moment many people have vintage
tractors & ploughs which are about 45/50 years old. We could have
about 25 in most matches with large modern outfits ploughing as well.
My cropping plans are very similar to this past season, but I will fill
you in next month.

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Team Vicar’s Letter

Remembering can be a difficult thing. Increasingly I walk into a room
only to think ‘what am I looking for?” For those people with a
condition such as Alzheimers it can be a very painful struggle for
themselves and their families as familiar names and faces fade.
Sometimes hurtful or traumatic experiences of the past can impact our
present in a way that we feel we have little control over. In Israel and
Gaza we are seeing horrifically how the collective memory and narra-
tives of events from generations now past can trap peoples into ways
of responding to one another which serves only to perpetuate deep
pain.

November is a month of remembrance. All Saints, All Souls, Guy
Fawkes, Remembrance Sunday — each of these occasions encourage
us to look back into the past into a way that affects our present.

At All Saints we remember the bravery and example of the saints —
many of whom directly stared into the very darkest part of this world
but continued to hold onto the good. In doing so we are reminded that
each one of us has the potential, with God’s grace, to speak coura-
geously for the things we believe in, and to shine God’s light into the
shade and shadows.

At All Souls we remember those we have loved but have since died.
We remember our love for them, and we remember the pain of loss.
But we can do so as we come together in the certainty of the eternal
love in which they now rest and in which we too are held. It is in
remembering in this way that we find the night of grief passes into
dawn.

On Remembrance Sunday we shall again gather to remember those
who lost their lives in war, in particular the sacrifice of servicemen
and women from our local communities. We will remember the hor-
rors of war and we will remember how, now as much as ever before,
we need to look to the needs of our neighbours as well as ourselves if
we are to ever begin to rebuild peace in Europe and the Middle East.
Remembering can be difficult, but it can be transformational.

The autumn is upon us and now we are in the run up to Advent and Christ-
mas. At the end of September, we celebrated Harvest in church. The church
was beautifully decorated as usual by our fantastic team of flower arrangers,
and we enjoyed seeing the Harvest bread wreath and the little harvest bread
mice scattered around the church. Thank you to the flower arrangers and to
everyone who kindly gave dried and tinned goods which were taken to the
Stevenage Food Shed for distribution to those in need.

Edward treated us to some jolly homilies about bread and Ivor read the
lesson, which he has been doing for over sixty years now at this festival.

During October we have had services led by our retired clergy, Susan Marsh
and Edward Cardale, by Christie Gilfeather, our Curate, and by the Rector,
David Munchin, all of which makes for enjoyable variety in our services.
Susannah has been leading the Messy Church Sunday afternoons on the
third Sunday in the month, while conducting services elsewhere in the
Welwyn team. These are becoming more and more popular and during
November, Messy Church will include a baptism as well, which will be a
first for us!

At the beginning of November, we shall have our commemorative service of
All Souls on Sunday 5™ November at 6.30pm, for all those loved ones who
are no longer with us. This is a calm, serene, dignified service where we light
a candle for those who have passed away and take a special moment to
remember them. The following Sunday morning 12™ November at 10.50am
we will gather around the War Memorial to remember those who died in the
service of their country in the two World Wars in the 20" century. The
laying of wreaths will be followed as usual in the church by a service of
Remembrance.

At the end of November, the Church will hold its annual Christmas Bazaar
from 12 — 3pm on Saturday 25" November. Light lunches will be
available as well as gift items, jewellery, tombola and raffle prizes,
Christmas decorations, cakes, seasonal plants, jams, and chutneys and, of
course, mince pies. Come and buy, meet all your neighbours and friends,
and raise some funds for the church. Thank you to everyone who donates
goods for this event. There is a box at the back of the church for donations
throughout November which will be very gratefully received.
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The church project team for the new meeting room has continued to make
steady progress. Since our Open Day in April, we have taken on board the
many comments we received from the congregation and the village and have
produced a revised design. This has gone to the local planning authority for
their views before we submit a design for formal planning approval. We
have also been consulting the Diocesan Advisory Committee for their views
and will meet them again in November. We are arranging for a feasibility
study to be carried out to assess our ability to fund this project. We are also
asking a local archaeological company to outline a scheme of work for
reviewing where there are hidden graves in the area we have identified for
the building. We are grateful to those who have donated money to the
church specifically to enable the initial work for this project to be under-
taken. Please come to the Christmas Bazaar to see a model of the design.
This will also be on display in the church over the Christmas period.
After Christmas, the PCC will review the result of all this information and
decide where we go from here.

The need for this building is not in question — we need a safe space for
young people to meet and learn about Christian values, for us to welcome
groups of people coming for funerals, weddings and baptisms, better toilet
and kitchen facilities and more storage space. Our bellringers hold bellring-
ing training days at St Peter’s — they would like a meeting room for them to
give visitors refreshments. We host visits from the school throughout the
year, and so on. We are looking for a Campaign Chair and Manager to
help with the Fundraising. If you think you might be that person, please
get in touch with me.

We just hope we can deliver a building that will be right for the church, the
village, and be a suitable legacy for future generations.

Finally, if you are ill or in poor spirits or if you are recently bereaved, do get
in touch with Susannah or any in the Welwyn team who are always there to
give support.

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Why we support Alfs for Ukraine

When Russia invaded Ukraine, Tina Banks began an inspiring
mission to get supplies out there and we were glad to help Tina. Her
whole approach appealed to us. She has found lorries from Poland to
Britain going back empty but willing to pick up our pallets on the way
back. It takes 22 pallets of items we and other collection points have
gathered for Ukraine. When it gets to the Polish border it is unloaded
at once by Roman who organises the Ukrainian team who then sort out
the supplies to take to all the places Alfs is supporting. With the assis-
tance of the team Tina has found people in great need of help. This
includes a hospital working underground, a community of mothers and
children many widowed by the war, 2 vets needing supplies not only
for animals with owners, but for the many homeless dogs and cats
many wounded and covered in ticks and fleas, needing to be neutered
to stop producing litters born only to die. Welwyn bought an ambu-
lance for the front line medics in Bakhmut, so we support them with
tourniquets, wound dressings and all things desperately needed- treats
being, we learnt, Coca Cola and Snickers bars!

The lorry goes out every 4-6 weeks and we receive a list from the
Ukrainians of what’s needed. One of the towns suggested to Tina for
support is Chernihiv. When Tina went there she saw children with no
shoes wearing ragged clothes and everyone desperate for all the basic
things. The wonderful people of Welwyn and further afield responded
with supplies of clothing, food, toiletries, a generator, toys and games,
and supplies for their school. They also have a premature and sick
babies’ unit we support.

Last Easter we sent a pallet of Easter eggs and received back a
photo of the children holding up their eggs with big smiles. This
Christmas we plan to send 100 little boxes of sweets to the children.
We can rely on the Ukrainian team to make sure these treats get to all
the children.
